| wanted to take this opportunity to contact you about the Year 7 Life Studies programme that your child will
complete this year.

Life Studies is a subject that combines Relationships, Sex and Health Education (RSHE), PSHE, Citizenship,
Careers, Environment education, and within Year 10 and Year 11 it also incorporates statutory KS4 ICT and
KS4 RE within the lessons. Students receive one lesson every fortnight and will have an introductory lesson
during their first day at Woodbridge High School.

There is more information about Life Studies and RSHE available on the school website, including a copy of
the full syllabus that students will cover throughout all year groups, alongside examples of the resources
used and the school RSHE policy:

This
should happen in a supportive environment, and both at home and in school are the best places for this
education to occur. | hope that you would recognise that the provision of this programme within school
provides an opportunity for us all to work together to promote positive behaviours and attitudes to sex and
relationships.

Within the programme for Year 7 Life Studies there are no lessons that are designated as Sex Education
lessons (these are clearly indicated throughout the entire syllabus available through the link above), however
| am required to advise you that in future years you do have the right to withdraw your child from the Sex
Education lessons within the Life Studies syllabus, should you wish to do so. Please note that within the
statutory guidance there is no right to withdraw from Relationships or Health Education lessons.

I must also inform you that as part of the statutory guidance, when a student reaches three terms before
their 16t birthday, if they have been withdrawn from Sex Education by their parents, they are entitled to
request that they can return to lessons. Although this will also not affect any of students in Year 7, it will be
relevant in future years.
